On January 14, 2004, Qwest is providing notification of planned updates associated with Change Request PC050703-6, Grandfather Measured Service.  Qwest will be limiting the availability of an existing product by  grandparenting the following specific Measured Service USOCs in the state of New Mexico.  

In New Mexico, residential end users who have Measured Service Plans with USOCs LW1 and AKN will be grandparented.

There are no documentation updates to be posted for review associated with these proposed changes.

This change was previously noticed on October 15, 2003 via initial notification  PROD.10.15.03.F.03586.GrandparentMS and on November 7, 2003 via Final notification PROD.11.07.03.F.01028.FNL_GrandparentMS.   However, the proposed change was retracted on December 5, 2003 via notification PROD.12.05.03.F.01141.RetractGrandparentMS_NM

due to lack of approval by the New Mexico Commission.  There were no comments associated with these notifications. 

Qwest would like to propose that these changes be implemented on January 30, 2004 with a CMP Level 1 notification.  Section 5.4.5.1 of the CMP document states: "At the Monthly CMP Product/Process Meeting, the parties will discuss whether to treat the Change Request as a Level 4 change.  If the parties agree, the Change Request will be reclassified as a level 0, 1, 2 or 3 change, and the change will follow the process set forth above for the Level 0, 1, 2, or 3 changes as applicable."    Qwest would like to gain CLEC concurrence that this update be implemented as a Level 1 notification effective on January 30, 2004.
