Effective March 4, 2005, Qwest will be correcting the rates in its catalog for a Simultaneous PIC Change.  According to Terms and Conditions of the Access Service Catalog, Section 13.3.3.B.1.d., when end users or PSPs simultaneously choose or change an intraLATA and interLATA primary IC, the PIC change charge from F.C.C. No. 1, Section 13, and a discounted intraLATA PIC change charge will apply.  In Nebraska, the rate for changing the intraLATA PIC is $5.00 (Section 13.3.3.D.1.) while the rate for changing an interLATA PIC is also $5.00 (from F.C.C. No. 1, Section 13.15.3.B).  Per Section 13.3.3.B.1.d. Terms and Conditions, the rate for changing an intraLATA PIC at the same time should be $2.50.  The $7.50 amount currently shown in the catalog reflects the total charge a customer pays when simultaneously changing their intra and interLATA PICs rather than just the discounted intraLATA charge.   This correction does not result in a rate change for customers since actual billing for a Simultaneous PIC Change has been $2.50 all along; it is only the charge shown in the Nebraska catalog for the intraLATA portion of that activity that is being corrected. 
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Note: In cases of conflict between the changes implemented through this notification and any CLEC interconnection agreement (whether based on the Qwest SGAT or not), the rates, terms and conditions of such interconnection agreement shall prevail as between Qwest and the CLEC party to such interconnection agreement.
