This is to advise you of changes to a Qwest retail service offering.  Please be advised that retail offers that are subject to Commission approval may change.  Resellers should monitor filings since Qwest will not provide notification of changes.

Product Description:  This filing proposes that Qwest Wholesale (for Interconnection) is entitled, via State Cost Docket Hearings, to collect Conditioning Charges in some states.  Qwest had previously suspended billing this element in order to evaluate parity with Retail.  In November of 2004 Qwest Retail stopped Conditioning (removing Load Coils and Bridged Tap) for installation of Qwest DSL.  This change in practice gives Wholesale the opportunity to re-instate conditioning charges.
 
Some CLECs have signed Commercial Agreements for Line Sharing and Shared Distribution Loops.  Conditioning is cared for separately in those contracts.  For Line Sharing, Conditioning is included in the billable Non-Recurring and Recurring Charge rates and is not billed separately.  For Shared Distribution Loops the rate for Conditioning is set in the contract.  For CLECs that have signed these Commercial Agreements, the rates will be set as specified:  for Line Sharing – Conditioning, BT Removal and LC Removal rates should be set at $0, for Shared Distribution Loop - Conditioning, BT Removal and LC Removal rates should be set per the provisions of the Commercial Agreement.
 
For all other CLECs using Line Sharing and Shared Distribution Loop but not entered into a Commercial Agreement, and for all other UNE products including 2/4 wire non-loaded UBL, ADSL Compatible UBL, ISDN (BRI) Capable UBL, xDSL-I Capable UBL, Line Sharing, Line Splitting, Shared Distribution Loop and Loop Splitting, the rate should be set at the rate in the current SGAT Exhibit A.  A footnote will be added to Exhibit A to cover the re-instatement of this charge.
 
These changes are being proposed with a March 14, 2005 effective date.
