TO:

Qwest is issuing this notification to advise you of a tariff filing and a change in its procedures for provisioning of Collocation terminations between the Collocation space and the Interconnection Distribution Frame (ICDF).

In the 13th Supplemental Order in Docket No. UT-003013 Part A, the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission, ordered Qwest to adopt Verizon's rate element structure for collocation terminations.  Because Verizon did not offer an optional element for cable material, Qwest was restricted from filing a cable material optional rate element in its compliance tariff, which was effective October 11, 2001. Without a rate element, Qwest cannot continue to offer CLECs the option of Qwest - provided cable for terminations.  

Qwest has received feedback from its CLEC customer base that they desire the choice of requesting Qwest to provide the cable material or provide it themselves.  In an effort to meet its customer’s needs, Qwest is in the process of filing a Tariff in the state of Washington that will propose the following rates for the cable material:
