When a UDIT and E-UDIT Combination is ordered at a single bandwidth, DELETE a single ASR is required. (Link blue text to: http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/forms/asr/html
ADD an entry is required in the REMARKS section of the ASR form stating “UDIT and E-UDIT combination”. DELETE The ASR requires an entry in the remarks stating that the order is an “UDIT and E-UDIT combination”.
DELETE For D-UDIT you will need to submit two ADD To order D-UDIT two ASOG form requests are required. DELETE ASR’s. The first DELETE ASR ADD request is submitted to reserve the transport.  ADD On the ASR form you must include the temporary APOT/CFA information along with an entry in the REMARKS section stating the request is for D-UDIT. DELETE This ASR must contain the temporary APOT/CFA information and the remarks section must state that the request is for a D-UDIT. This ASR is submitted to reserve the transport. The second ADD request DELETE ASR is submitted ADD using the ASR form at the time the collocation is complete.  You will be provided the final APOT/CFA location from Qwest.   The final APOT/CFA ADD must be included on the ASR form DELETE will be needed in order to request ADD rearrangement DELETE Rearrangement of the UDIT which activates the service. To order S-UDIT the AGAUTH field on the ASR ADD form must be populated.

DELETE For M-UDIT, you must submit an ASR along with the Multiple Exchange Form to Qwest and the Independent Telco(s) involved. 

ADD To order M-UDIT, you must populate ASC-EC field on the ASR form identifying the coordinator of the service request and submit all completed Access Service Request forms to Qwest and the independent Telcos involved.
ADD Multiplexing requires a separate ASOG form request from the UDIT order.  The 3/1 Multiplexing request requires that all DS0 low-side channels are ordered at the same time.  The 1/0 Multiplexing request allows you to order the DS0 low-side channels at the same time you place the Multiplexing order or at a subsequent date.  For 3/1 and 1/0 Multiplexing you can utilize the ACI form to request multiple low-side channels of the same technical specification.  Unique low-side channels require the completion of a separate request for each channel.

DELETE In addition to the request for a multiplexed DS1 UDIT facility, if not already in place, you will need to generate ASR(s) for the 1/0 multiplexing facility.  The DS0 low-side channels can be established coincident with the 1/0 multiplexing request or ordered at a subsequent date.  Additional ASR(s) are required for the low-side channels.  If each low-side channel is identical, one ASR can be used for the 24 DS0 channels, utilizing the ACI Form for the 2nd through 24th DS0 channel.  If they are different, separate ASR(s) are required for each DS0 channel.

DELETE In addition to the request for a multiplexed DS3 facility UDIT, you will need to ASR(s) for each 3/1 multiplexing facility if not already in place, and additional ASR(s) for the DS1 low side channels. Additional ASR(s) are required for the low-side channels.  If each low-side channel is identical, one ASR can be used for the 28 DS1 channels, utilizing the ACI Form for the 2nd through 28th DS1 channel.  If they are different, separate ASR(s) are required for each DS1 channel. 

Multiple ADD Remote Ports DELETE remote ports may be ordered ADD on one UDIT request. DELETE on one ASR. At least one Remote Port must be ordered with a Remote Node.  Remote Node/Remote Port details need to be specified in the ADD REMARKS DELETE remarks section of the ASR ADD Form; e.g., “1 OC3 Remote Node and 3 DS3 Ports”. ADD In order to change a current finished service to UDIT, two ASOG form requests are required.  Two requests are necessary because the Circuit ID and NC/NCI codes will change.  One request to disconnect the finished service and another request to establish the UDIT.  Both requests must be related using the RPON field on the ASR forms. Additionally, the REMARKS section on the ASR forms must contain “Reuse of Facilities”.  

DELETE In order to change a current finished service to UDIT two ASR’s are required. The first ASR disconnects the finished service and the second establishes the new UDIT.  The ASR’s need to be related using a RPON. The remarks section of both ASR’s must contain “Reuse of Facilities”. Two ASR’s are necessary because the Circuit ID and NC/NCI codes will change. If you have a finished collocation termination, this will also change. ADD It is your responsibility to order Regeneration.  To request Regeneration, your UDIT request must include the appropriate NC/NCI Codes on the Transport form.
