Level 1 changes include clarifications, corrections and additional information:

· In the Product Description, the language has been modified for clarity, specifically defining the configuration and capability package ISDN Ordering Code (IOC) and providing additional information about standard features.  

· In Technical Publications, the titles of the Technical Publications have been added for clarity.

· In Rate Structure, information is included describing the ISDN BRI standard and optional feature charges, along with identifying the non-standard configuration charge.

· In the Resale ISDN BRI Rate Structure section, specific rate elements for ISDN BRI have been outlined.

· In Tariffs Regulations and Policies, information has been included that previously was located in the Optional Features section identifying feature and/or services that are not compatible with ISDN BRI.

· In Optional Features, the optional features table has been replaced with a more comprehensive download that provides the Optional Features, USOCs/FIDs, feature definition, data information and a data example.  

· In the UNE-P ISDN BRI Ordering section, the ISDN BRI Standard and Non Standard Configuration and Capability package USOC and FID chart downloads have been reorganized and modified for clarity with the following enhancements.

· Organized the previous downloads into the following downloads, 5ESS Ordering Information, DMS-100 Ordering Information, and ISDN BRI Optional Feature Ordering information.

· Removed requirements that are responsibilities of Qwest and not required by the CLEC.

· Provided additional information, definitions and data examples for clarification.

· In Rates, Tariffs, Regulations and Policies, Product Prerequisites, Pre-Ordering, Ordering, Provisioning and Installation, Billing, and Contacts, the language has been modified to comply with documentation template requirements.

· In Training, the course descriptions have been updated.

Level 2 changes include documentation concerning existing processes or products not previously documented: 

· In Product Description, the definitions of the specific ISDN BRI standard features are provided.

· In the Resale ISDN BRI Ordering section, included the following downloads:  5ESS Ordering Information, DMS-100 Ordering Information, and ISDN BRI Optional Feature Ordering information.

· In the ISDN BRI Optional Features Ordering Information download, hunting information has been included.
