Description:  
Qwest is currently authorized by the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”) to assess a monthly number-portability charge to end users served by LNP-capable switches to recover the cost of implementing this federally mandated program.  This monthly charge is assessed, as determined by the Qwest and authorized by the FCC, to all end users of local exchange service, end users of Feature Group A or Circuit Switched Lineside Service, resellers, and customers that have ordered unbundled switch ports (See FCC 1, Section 12.19.2).

Qwest is authorized to assess the LNP end user charge in all states, except Oregon, Washington, and Northern Idaho (Spokane, Washington LATA) through February 9, 2004.  The rate will be assessed in Oregon, Washington, and Northern Idaho (Spokane, Washington LATA) through March 14, 2004.

Qwest is in the process of making the necessary billing changes to stop assessing the LNP end user charge in compliance with its federal tariff.

Frequently Asked Questions:

· What are Qwest’s current portability charges?

$0.43 (Basic) 

$2.15 (PRI ISDN) 

$3.87 (PBX trunk)

· When did the collection of portability charges begin?

The LNP end user charges are assessed on an exchange-specific basis.  The date in which the LNP end user charges began depends on when the customer's serving wire-center became LNP-capable.  LNP was rolled out across Qwest’s network over an extended period of time (i.e., several quarters).

· When do you anticipate the collection of the surcharge will end?

The LNP surcharge will be assessed in all states, except OR, WA, and Northern ID (Spokane, WA LATA) through February 9, 2004.  The rate will be assessed in OR, WA, and Northern ID (Spokane, WA LATA) through March 14, 2004.

· Does Qwest plan to file a federal tariff to remove the LNP end user surcharge language currently in effect?

Yes, Qwest plans to file a tariff removing the LNP end user charge language currently in effect.  However, Qwest does not plan to make this tariff filing until late March or early April of this year.  This will not affect when the collection of charges will end.
