Summary of Change:
On February 5, 2007, Qwest will post this re-notification associated with the Grandparenting Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line (ADSL) Compatible Unbundled Local Loop related to Qwest CR # PC121106-1. This re-notification is being issued to extend the timeline as requested in the January CMP Meeting. These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.
 
Qwest CR # PC121106-1, Grandparenting Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line (ADSL) Compatible Unbundled Local Loop was presented at the December 14, 2006 CMP meeting.  Qwest then submitted a Level 4 notification PROD.12.19.06.F.04410.Grandparent_ADSL on December 19, 2006.  Due to Qwest receiving  multiple comments, Qwest issued PROD.01.18.07.F.04457.QwestDelayResp_UBL_ADSL
Notification on January 18, 2007. In the January 17, 2007 CMP meeting, Qwest provided a response to each comment and agreed to reissue the Level 4 notification.  For full comments and discussion during the monthly meeting, refer to the January CMP meeting minutes available at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/calendar.  The formal response to comments has also been posted to the Document Review Archive http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review_archive.html associated with notification PROD.12.19.06.F.04410.Grandparent_ADSL and includes a reference to this re-notification.
 
Updates are associated with limiting the availability, applicability or functionality of an existing product or existing feature. Due to the recent retirement of Resale Qwest DSL , Qwest will be grandparenting ADSL compatible UBL on new contracts executed on the Negotiations Template.  CLECs who sign the new contract will be able to maintain their existing ADSL Compatible UBLs until they are disconnected.  No new ADSL Compatible UBLs can be ordered under this new contract.
