The updates to Sub Loop are as follows: 
 
-          Product Description section - additional language for clarification by adding language on what is detached terminal, attached terminal and accessible terminal. Also additional language for clarification by providing the definitions of Campus Wire and Intra-Building Cable (IBC)

-          Terms and Conditions section – clarifying language add when you are requesting IBC
-          Pricing under Rate Structure -  provided nonrecurring changes
-          Implementation section under Pre-Ordering a description of steps you will need to perform before ordering a Sub-Loop that is accessible at terminals located in Qwest's outside plant, including inside wiring.  Also under Ordering provided additional clarifying language through the section.
