On March 4, 2009, Qwest is providing notification of a time critical correction to Remote Access Forwarding (Call Following) and Scheduled Forwarding - V13.0 associated with Product Notification PROD.02.06.09.F.05935.Remt_Acs_Fwd_Shld_FwdV13. The effective date of February 27, 2009 is being delayed until second quarter 2009 due to required system upgrades. Qwest will re-notify via a CMP Level 2 notification prior to the new effective date. Remote Access Forwarding (Call Following) and Scheduled Forwarding V13.0 will revert to V12.
 
On February 6, 2009, posted the planned updates to Remote Access Forwarding (Call Following) and Scheduled Forwarding - V13.0.
