There are two DELETE Raw Loop Data ADD RLD tools, an IMA tool and a web-based Wire Center tool.

The Wire Center DELETE Raw Loop Data Tool ADD RLD tool provides the physical characteristics of the facilities for an entire Wire Center.  The wire center raw loop data is presented as a comma delimited file and needs to be downloaded into a database or spreadsheet to analyze the individual facilities. Contact your Qwest Service Manager to request an ID, which will be required to obtain the digital certificate e required to access this tool.  You will need to provide the names and telephone numbers of your employees that will be accessing the tool. The IMA RLD tool provides loop specific information.  This tool also enables you to obtain the physical characteristics of DELETE spare facilities by using the Unassigned Address option ADD facilities. The loop qualifications tools should be used prior to submitting a LSR. Based on the physical characteristics ADD , you can determine if the facility needs to be conditioned, i.e. , the removal of load coils or DELETE bridge taps ADD bridged tap, which will assist you in identifying the appropriate ordering intervals, described in the Service Interval Guide (SIG).
