Description:  9-1-1 Private Switch/Automatic Location Identification (PS/ALI) is an enhancement to 9-1-1 emergency response systems that allows Private Brach Exchange (PBX) and Centrex Family customers calling 9-1-1 to be identified by their address and location to a Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP) operator.
 
This filing proposes to add the PS/ALI USOC’s to the 911 tariff; they are - 9PA with a monthly rate of $4.43 and NKC9S with a nonrecurring charge of $2328.49.
