A new measured service offering will be introduced which includes a 3 hour call allowance.  Local usage after the 3 hours will be billed at $.02 per line per minute.  The business measured offering will be restructured from the current local usage rate of $.05 for the initial minute and $.01 for all additional minutes to $.02 for all minutes of use.  The time of day/day of week discount will be eliminated.

In South Dakota, customers subscribing to Budget Pac, the 6 Hour Package and the 9 Hour Package will be converted to the 3 Hour Package.  Any local calling beyond the 3 hour call allowance will be billed at $.02 per minute per line.  The time of day/day of week discount will be eliminated.  The business measured offering will be restructured from the current local usage rate of $.05 for the initial minute and $.01 for all additional minutes to $.02 for all minutes of use.  The time of day/day of week discount will be eliminated as well.

In Utah, residential customers with message service will be converted to measured service.  The monthly line rate will not change.
