In the Product Description section, added clarifying language for Unbundled Mulitplexing and replaced the diagram. 

In Terms and Conditions, added clarifying language to improve readibility for D-UDIT and the interoffice facilities. 

In the Pricing section under Rate Structure, provided correct names of recurring and nonrecurring charges. 

In Features and Benefits, corrected information to include an additional feature and benefit, and clarified other UDIT features.
