Effective with this new EAS expansion, Qwest will begin billing EAS rates for the local calling areas of Portales and Clovis, Albuquerque, Belen, Bernalillo, Estancia, Laguna-Acoma, Los Lunas, Moriarty, Mountainair, Pena Blanca, Tijeras and Roswell.
