Description:   The purpose of this filing is to correct language regarding local calling areas in Colorado.  Currently in the tariff, Hoyt is shown as local to both Greeley and Fort Morgan.  However, Hoyt is neither an exchange, zone or wire center and therefore should not have been included in the tariff as such.  
 
Also, the Colorado tariff currently lists the Briggsdale and Grover wire centers (part of the Wiggins Telephone Association) as local to Estes Park.  Calling between these exchanges is toll so the language is being corrected to exclude the two Wiggins wire centers.  
 
This filing has no impact on current rates, terms or conditions of any of the services in the tariff or catalog.  These changes are being proposed with an April 27, 2007 effective date.
