Summary of Change:
On March 23, 2005, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for Access to Emergency Services (911/E911).  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.  
 
Update includes an increase to a service interval.  Under the Implementation section, the Ordering sub-section was updated to change the service interval associated with Private Switch/Automatic Location Identification (PS/ALI) Centralized Automatic Message Accounting (CAMA) trunks/circuits from 5 to 12 business days.  The following documents (downloaded from the PCAT) were updated to reflect this change:
   - PS/ALI for Facilities-Based CLECs
   - PS/ALI for Resale
   - PS/ALI for UNE-P
 
This change is being made to provide more assurance that route diversity is designed into the network arrangement for PS/ALI CAMA trunks/circuits.  It is also associated with Qwest CR # PC020205-1.
