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Qwest recently posted proposed updates to Enhanced Extended Loop (EEL) – V28.0 and Loop MUX Combination (LMC) – V23.0.  CLECs were invited to provide comments to these proposed changes during a Document Review period from February 22, 2005 through March 08, 2005.  
 
Qwest did receive CLEC comments during the comment cycle associated with this notification, however, they were related to the Level 4  Notification Number PROS.02.21.05.F.02546.ConvEEL_LMC_ServCodeChng. These comments were associated with the conversion of the embedded base. Qwest held an additional adhoc meeting on March 23, 2005 to further discuss the embedded base conversion.  Because of the discussion during the adhoc call and the complexity of CLEC comments, Qwest is unable to meet the required 15-day timeline for comment response.  However, Qwest will provide a response to these comments a minimum of 15 days prior to the implementation of the proposed updates.  These responses and implementation dates will be provided through a subsequent final notification.
