Summary of Change:
On April 1, 2003, Qwest is providing additional information for UNE-P POTS, UNE-P Centrex, UNE-P PBX and UNE-P with Qwest DSL.  In sequential order, Qwest describes the recent updates that occurred to require this additional Level 1 clarification.

On February 24, 2003, Qwest announced a Level 2 proposed update, to eliminate/replace existing web functionality in UNE-P POTS, UNE-P PBX, UNE-P Centrex in Customer Notice PROD.02.24.03.F.03320.UNE_P_Updates.  Qwest DSL information that previously was included in UNE-P POTS, UNE-P Centrex and UNE-P PBX was replaced with a hyperlink in Terms and Conditions and in Ordering to the new UNE-P with Qwest DSL PCAT. 

On March 13, 2003, Qwest announced Level 4 proposed changes of a new manual process for Loop Conditioning in Customer Notice PROD.03.13.03.F.03340.UNE_P_Resale.  This was in response to CR# PC022403-03 and CR# PC022403-06 which included the following proposed PCAT updates:  

· Unbundled Network Elements-Platform (UNE-P) Plain Old Telephone Service (POTS) 

· Unbundled Network Elements-Platform (UNE-P) Private Branch Exchange (PBX) Trunks 

· Unbundled Network Elements-Platform (UNE-P) Centrex 

On March 17, 2003, the new UNE-P with Qwest DSL PCAT became operational, supporting DSL information for UNE-P POTS, PBX and Centrex and providing links to the UNE-P with Qwest DSL PCAT from UNE-P POTS, UNE-P PBX, and UNE-P Centrex.  (Relates to February 24, 2003 information above.)

On March 31, 2003, Qwest issued the final notice for the Level 4 updates associated with new manual process for Loop Conditioning in Customer Notice PROD.03.31.03.F.03366.FNL_UNE_P_Resale.  This documentation becomes operational on April 15, 2003.  On April 14, 2003, Qwest will also issue a Level 1 notice to again clarify that the proposed loop conditioning updates for UNE-P POTS, UNE-P PBX and UNE-P Centrex will be provided in the UNE-P with Qwest DSL PCAT rather than in the individual PCATs. These changes will become effective on April 15, 2003.
