Description: In compliance with the Arizona Corporation Commission’s approval of the Settlement Agreement in Docket No. T-01051B-03-045 (Decision No. 68604), Qwest Corporation is making the following changes to the aforementioned tariffs:
 
Maximum rates and charges are being included in the tariffs for all Basket 2 and Basket 3 services in the Competitive Exchange and Network Services Price Cap Tariff and the Competitive Private Line Transport Services Price Cap Tariff.
 
In addition to the required changes, Qwest Corporation is also making the following changes:
 
1.      The services listed in Attachment A are being moved from the Exchange and Network Services Price Cap Tariff to the Competitive Exchange and Network Services Price Cap Tariff.
 
2.      As allowed by the Settlement Agreement in Docket No. T-01051B-03-045 which was approved by the Arizona Corporation Commission (Decision No. 68604), Qwest Corporation is changing the monthly rates for certain services in Basket 2 and Basket 3.  USOCs with present and proposed rates are provided as Attachment B to this notice.
