Also, the following update relating to the modification/change of an existing manual process was made to the Provisioning and Installaton Overview V41.0 PCAT:

-In the Provisioning Points of Interface Section, Jeopardy Subsection, the following modification was made to the jeopardy process: The jeopardy process will become the notification process in leiu of the Provider Initiated Activety (PIA) 14.  (Discussed in previous Qwest and CLEC clarifications calls, the PIA 14 process is  as follows:  Qwest determines DSL cannot be provisioned after an FOC has been issued. The DSL is removed from the line and only the voice portion of the circuit is installed.  An FOC was sent with a PIA value of 14 as notification that the DSL was removed from the line.) The PIA process will be changed to discontinue using PIA 14.
