Specifically this change reduces the Commission notice timeframe for promotions from 10 days to 5 days, removes the prohibition of bundling toll service with any other service for the purpose of promotions and removes the 90 day limit on promotions.   These changes are being proposed with a June 18, 2007 effective date.
