This notice is a revision of previous notice: PROD.03.15.06.B.001256.Qwest_Choice_Bus_Prime
This revised notice removes the exception for term agreement pricing in Minnesota.
 
This filing introduces a new business package named Qwest Choice™ Business Prime.
 
Qwest Choice™ Business Prime is a package of features available to business customers in conjunction with an individual flat rate (1FB) or additional flat rate (AFK) access line.  Business customers subscribing to the package are entitled to choose three services/features from the following list in their package.

In addition to choosing three services or features from the list above, a customer may select one or more additional services or features.  No nonrecurring charge will apply to features picked that are on the above list.  Normal a-la-carte monthly rates will apply for those features.  Features picked that are not on the above list may be added at the normal a-la-carte monthly rates and nonrecurring charges for the service or feature.  Directory Assistance cannot be selected as an additional service or feature.
 
A customer choosing Caller ID - Name and Number will automatically be provided with Anonymous Call Rejection.
 
A customer may choose Call Waiting, Call Waiting ID or Selective Call Waiting from the Call Waiting Family as one of their selections.  They may also add Long Distance Alert as part of that selection.
 
A customer who wishes to add either Qwest Voice Messaging Service or another provider’s Voice Messaging Service, beyond their three selections of features/services, will be provided with Call Forwarding Busy Line, or Call Forwarding Busy Line/Don’t Answer, or Call Forwarding Don’t Answer, Easy Access and Message Waiting Indication without additional charge and it will not be counted as one of their three selections of features/services.
 
The package will be tariffed at a monthly rate of $30.00 for the three features with the 1FB or AFK in Utah, $34.00 in Oregon and Washington, $36.00 in Arizona, Southern Idaho, Nebraska, North Dakota and Wyoming and $38.00 in Colorado, Iowa, Minnesota, Montana, New Mexico and South Dakota.  The package will not be offered in Rate Group 3 in Oregon.
 
The rate for the package does not include any additional charges associated with the line such as CALC, Extended Area Service or Zone Increments that apply where appropriate.
 
Normal nonrecurring charges will apply to the line associated with the features.  For example, a customer that purchases Qwest Choice™ Business Prime who is establishing service for the first time or moving to a new location would pay the nonrecurring charges for the 1FB or additional line.
 
Services or features specified in the list of features above may be added or changed without a nonrecurring charge and normal or a-la-carte monthly rates will apply for any of the features added over and above the three included in the package.
 
Term agreement pricing will be available for the Qwest Choice™ Business Prime package in all states.  Term agreement pricing will be available in Minnesota as of May 22, 2006.  The terms and conditions associated with the term discount agreement are as follows:
 
· A discount of 10% will be applied to the monthly rates specified above when a customer agrees to subscribe to one or more Qwest Choice™ Business Prime packages for a period of 12 months.  A discount of 15% will be applied to the monthly rates specified above when a customer agrees to subscribe to one or more Qwest Choice™ Business Prime packages for a period of 24 months.  A discount of 20% will be applied to the monthly rates specified above when a customer agrees to subscribe to one or more Qwest Choice™ Business Prime packages for a period of 36 months.
 
· The discount will appear as a credit(s) on the customer’s bill.  No partial month’s credit(s) can be provided.
 
· Any Qwest Choice™ Business Prime package added after establishment of the initial term agreement discount period may be added either to the initial term period or may be added under a new term period.
 
· Customers may initiate a renewal of the term agreement either prior to or at the conclusion of the initial term period.  If initiated prior to the conclusion of the initial term period, the new term must be equal to or greater than the initial term period.  For example, a customer who originally opted for a 12 month term may renew for12 months or may renew for 24 or 36 months.
 
· If the Company terminates the service for cause or the customer terminates the service in whole or in part without cause prior to the expiration date, the customer will pay termination fees.  The termination fee for the 12 month period is $100.00, the termination fee for the 24 month period is $200.00 and the termination fee for the 36 month period is $300.00.
·  
· The termination fee applies to each Qwest Choice™ Business Prime package provided under the Term Agreement Pricing plan.  By way of example, a customer who has three packages under a 24 month term agreement and who disconnects in month 15 would pay a total of $600.00 in termination fees.
 
· Termination fees will be waived for a customer who opts out of the Term Agreement Pricing plan within the first 30 days after the initial installation of the package or packages.
 
· A termination fee will be waived for a customer that enters into a contract for similar Qwest services where the contract value is equal to or greater than the remaining value of the existing Qwest Choice™ Business Prime package term agreement.
