	Summary of Change:
On May 15, 2009, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for the above-mentioned documents. These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.
 
Documentation updates are being made to provide consistency and to include existing process information not previously documented.
 
In the Product Description Section, Availability Subsection of the above-mentioned documents, a correction was made to accurately reflect the existing process of applying the Resale discount which does not apply to Intrastate or Interstate circuits which cross State or LATA boundaries.
 
In the DS1 and DS3 documents in the Pricing Section, Rates Subsection, the Resale discount information from the Product Description Section was added. This information currently exists in the DS0 document.
 
In the Frequently Asked Questions Section, additional information noting that Resale Intrastate Private Line is the only Private Line service available via an LSR. In that same section of the DS0 document, redundant language noted earlier in the PCAT was removed.
