Qwest proposed  additional language which stated: This Product Catalog (PCAT) includes changes to certain Qwest interconnection products and services as are provided for in the Report, Order on Remand, and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (FCC 03-36), referred to as the "Triennial Review Order" (TRO) effective October 2, 2003.  Pursuant to the TRO, Line Sharing/Shared Loop or Shared Distribution Loop is no longer available to you if your current Interconnection Agreement or Amendment does not explicitly contains terms and conditions, and pricing for this product.  Qwest is currently in the process of negotiating the removal of terms and conditions, and pricing for Line Sharing/Shared Loop or Shared Distribution Loop with CLECs that have these conditions in their ICA. Included in these provisions will be a transitional timeframe in which CLECs must disconnect or convert existing services (if any) to an alternative product.
