On May 24, 2004, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for Scan-Alert V4.0.  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html. 
The updates are associated with limiting the availability of an existing product.  A note was added under the document heading for Scan-Alert to eliminate that product in the following states:  AZ, CO, IA, ID-S, MN, MT, ND, NE, SD, UT and WY.  Additionally, a note was added stating the service is available only in OR and WA.
In the Product Description Section, Availability Subsection, the list of states where the service will remain available was updated.
In the Implementation Section, Ordering Subsection, AZ was removed from two of the charts illustrating ordering requirements for Scan-Alert.

The above-mentioned CR was originally presented during the August 21, 2002 CMP monthly Product/Process meeting solely for the state of AZ.  The CR was deferred and then presented again during the May 19, 2004 CMP monthly Product/Process meeting requesting the existing CR be expanded to include the states of: CO, IA, ID-S, MN, MT, ND, NE,SD, UT, and WY. The CLEC community concurred the additional states be added to the elimination of Scan-Alert.
