A hyperlink to the Pre-Ordering Overview PCAT was also added for additional information on Border Towns.
-In the Product Description Section, Products/Descriptions Chart, an expansion to the applicability for Qwest Choice DSL DMT was noted by upgrading the bi-directional data rate from up to 256 Kbps to up to 384 Kbps.
NOTE: The following information is being provided to further detail the process Qwest will follow when converting existing Qwest Choice DMT DSL end-user's to the upgraded bi-directional data rate of up to 384 Kbps:
-The provisioning change is scheduled to begin on June 13, 2005 and complete on July 11, 2005 during the nightly Qwest maintenance windows of 10PM Mountain to 6AM Mountain.
-If your customer's DSL DMT modem is trained to the DSLAM when the speed increase is initiated, the modem will drop and retrain, usually within 2 minutes. If your customer's DSL DMT modem is not trained to the DSLAM when the speed increase is initiated, there is no special action they will need to take when the DSL DMT modem next retrains to the DSLAM, the modem will train up in the usual amount of time.
-After the speed provisioning change, your customer's DSL DMT Modem will retrain with the DSLAM at up to 384Kbps.
-If your customers experience any problems during this period, please follow the normal maintenance and repair process at: http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/clecs/maintenance.html 
-Any new customers added after the beginning of the provisioning change on June 13th will be at the 384Kbps speed.
