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Summary of Change:
On May 27, 2005, Qwest is providing this notification of planned changes associated with Billed Number Screening in Minnesota. This change is effective July 11, 2005.  This notification includes a modification / change to an existing manual process.  
 
In Minnesota only, there are multiple USOCs associated with Billed Number Screening depending on the number of lines on the account.  In the past, system trouble associated with Event Notice 1769008 has caused incorrect data on Customer Service Records that is not service affecting.  When lines were added to the account, existing lines were not always taken into consideration when adding the USOC(s) for this feature.  A back end system will now analyze each account when this feature is added to the account and will correctly apply the appropriate USOC(s).  
 
Additionally, when any electronic order activity occurs, a back end system will check the account for the presence of Billed Number Screening to identify if errors exist on the account.  If so, correcting entries will be made, regardless as to whether the requested activity was for Billed Number Screening.  This may result in additional activity appearing on your Pending Service Order Notification (PSON) for accounts in Minnesota.
