Summary of Change:
On May 30, 2007, Qwest is providing notification of limiting the availability of existing products and features by the elimination of the Common Channel Signaling Access Capability (CCSAC)/Signaling System 7 (SS7) – Unbundled PCAT. 
 
Due to changes to products and services as are provided for in the Report, Order on Remand, and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (FCC 03-36), referred to as the "Triennial Review Order" (TRO) effective October 2, 2003, the CCSAC/SS7 – Unbundled will no longer be available to you through the Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions (SGAT) and/or your Interconnection Agreement (ICA), therefore, effective July 14, 2007, Qwest will remove the product references from the Local Interconnection – Facility Based Competitive Local Exchange Carriers (CLECs) Product drop down.  The CCSAC/SS7 product will be available through FCC Tariff  #1 and the respective state access tariff only.
