· Basic Flat-rated PAL (1GY and/or 1KY) will be introduced in AZ, CO, SID, OR, UT, WA and WY.  
 
Qwest plans to grandparent the following classes of service:
 
· Basic Message PAL (1MA, 182 and/or1W3) in AZ, CO, OR and UT
· Coinless Subscriber Service for SxS offices (1N8) in OR and WY
 
Finally, Qwest plans to remove the following classes of service as there are no providers purchasing the service:
 
· Basic Flat/Measured Guestline (172 and 192) in AZ
· Coinless Subscriber Service for SxS offices (1NT and/or 1N8) in AZ and UT
