Summary of Change:
On June 17, 2005, Qwest is issuing this notice concerning a process change regarding the FID SFG (Simulated Facility Group Identifier) as associated with Remote Call Forwarding (RCF)/Market Expansion Line (MEL).
 
This notice identifies a change or modification to an existing process.  The use of this FID, as associated with RCF/MEL in the Western region, is being eliminated effective August 1, 2005.  While Qwest has not required the presence of this FID on an LSR, it may have been added to an associated CSR and may still appear on a CSR after this date. However, as a reminder, it is not necessary to include the FID SFG on any request.  There are no document updates associated with this notice. 
 
Comment Cycle:
CLEC customers are encouraged to review these proposed changes and provide comment at any time during the 15-day comment review period.  Qwest will have up to 15 days following the close of the comment review to respond to any CLEC comments. This response will be included as part of the final notification.  Qwest will not implement the change sooner than 15 days following the final notification.
