In the Product Prerequisites section, corrections have been made to synch up related PCAT documentation with related primary documentation that was modified through a higher level change announced in document number WEBS.04.23.03.F.02705.NewAmendDesign effective May 14, 2003 and courtesy notification distributed May 13, 2003 WEBS.05.13.03.F.02706.NewAmendLaunch.
