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Summary of Change:
On June 24, 2005, Qwest is providing this notification of a time critical correction associated with a previously proposed notice as associated with Event Notice 1769008 and Billed Number Screening in Minnesota.  
 
This notification is being issued to retract the Level 3 Customer Notice PROD.05.27.05.F.02968.BilledNumberScreening which was announced May 27, 2005.  This notice announced updates to a Qwest back end system that would correctly apply USOCs for Billed Number Screening and would check for existing CSR errors and correct those at the same time.  The correcting procedure portion of this enhancement is being eliminated from this system update.  The portion of the update that will correctly apply USOCs for new requests is being launched on the original proposed effective date of July 11, 2005 and will be announced as a resolution to the aforementioned Event Notice.  Because the Level 3 notice is being retracted, and there were no document updates with the Level 3 or this Level 1 notice, there is not a text box in the Document Review Archive site to include a reference to the notifications.
 
There was one CLEC comment that was received associated with this proposed change.  Discussion took place during the June CMP Monthly Meeting and the CLEC Community agreed to the action identified in this notification.
