Section B – If, to serve a customer, it is necessary to use rights-of-way on private property, the customer is required to provide, or pay the cost of providing, the necessary rights-of-way.  If, however, the service can be provided by means of construction on a public highway without unusual cost, but the Company elects to construct on private property, the cost of obtaining the rights-of-way shall be borne by the Company.

Qwest is currently doing the above today but it is not tariffed.  A tariff will be filed and effective on August 23, 2004.
