The update includes corrections to synch up related PCAT documentation with the primary PCAT documentation that was modified through a higher level change.  Under the Product Description section, the document was modified to remove references to "Magnetic or cartridge tape" and "Floppy Disk" and insert "Compact Disk" because tape is no longer available as a media delivery option.  Under the Features / Benefits section, references to tape and floppy disk were removed and "CD" inserted into the document.  Also, the reference to "tape" was removed and "CD" inserted under the Implementation section (Ordering sub-section).  Under the Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) sub-section, reference to "tape", "cartridge tape", and "floppy disk" were removed as media delivery options. The update also includes corrections/clarifictions/additional information that do not change the product/process. Under the FAQs sub-section, removed reference to “NDM” to correct the type of file transmission available with this product.
