Summary of Change:

On July 28, 2004, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog and the Wholesale Markets Web site that include new/revised documentation for Unbundled Packet Switching (UPS) PCAT and the LSOG - Local Service Ordering Overview (OVR).  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.

In the Unbundled Packet Switching (UPS) PCAT documentation was provided concerning an existing process not previously documented.  In the Implementation section under Pre-Ordering there was a URL change with a redirect link for the Distribution Area (DA) Map download.  Also, Network Disclosure links were provided to get a list of Qwest Remote DSL Discrete Multi Tone (DMT) interface deployment locations and their associated CLLI codes.  Under the Ordering section, language was added advising the need for the DSGCON and EMAIL fields on the LSR to ensure proper delivery of the DSL Host Name and other required information via e-mail. 

Also in the LSOG Overview, language updates were provided in the following sections: 

 - Product Groups Table and the Product Family and Product Matrices -  to reflect updated UPS ATM Interface Port  as “ordered similarly to” DS1 Trunk Port instead of “ordered the same as” and then referenced the appropriate PCAT to use for ordering.
