Summary of Change:

On August 4, 2003, Qwest will post updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include corrections, clarifications and additional information for UNE-P with Qwest DSL, Resale - Qwest DSL, and Pre-Ordering Overview- V23.0. 

Updates are associated with corrections to synch up related PCAT documention with primary PCAT documentation that was modified through a higher level of change.  Specifically, the updates are associated with the LSOG and PCAT notification PROS.07.03.03.F.01123.LSOG_Updates released as a Level 2 change effective August 4, 2003 to support IMA Release 13.0. 

In UNE-P with Qwest DSL and Resale - Qwest DSL, updates include:

- A change in the Ordering sections to match the new LSOG updates to remove the requirement to manually process Qwest DSL orders in order to support flow through for DSL requests. 

- Additionally, LSOG has been updated to include a new business rule for the SCA field in order to allow UNE-P with Qwest DSL and Resale - Qwest DSL to communicate Loop Conditioning authorization.

The Pre-Ordering sections have been updated to synch up with LSOG updates and include:

- Additional information to identify that Loop Qualification can be performed by Working Telephone Number (WTN) before you submit an LSR to add new Qwest DSL service.  

- Additional information to identify that Loop Qualification by address before you submit an LSR to order new Qwest DSL service at the same time and on the same LSR as you are requesting new line installation (N & T).

In Provisioning and Installation, additional information has been included describing the Service Intervals for new DSL and new service ordered on the same LSR.

In the Pre-Ordering Overview, updates include:

- A correction that does not change the product or process. The Implementation Section was corrected to change "Billing Telephone Number" to "Working Telephone Number" when using IMA to validate addresses by telephone number. 

- Additional information has been added to the Implementation Section to identify that Loop Qualification can be performed by WTN or address.
