Effective August 3, 2004,  Qwest will mark all dispatched Data Capable DSL circuits including 2/4 wire Non-loaded Loop (where the NC Code = LX-N) per their local practice to draw technicians’ attention to the fact that the circuit carries un-interruptible traffic. This Change Request process is for DSL only and not for DSL/Analog or split services (i.e. Line Sharing, Line Splitting, Loop Splitting or the Shared Distribution Loop).  Additionally, this process is for circuits on a going forward basis and not for the embedded base of UBL circuits.
