The successful reconfiguration of WAC is Qwest’s priority. (Please see Aug. 6th, 2003 termination notice.)   During the past two weeks, we have heard from some of you asking Qwest to consider keeping WAC service in place for wireless companies not immediately impacted by the FCC wireless local number portability mandate.  These include paging companies and wireless companies with operations outside the top 100 Metropolitan Service Areas (MSAs).

Qwest believes it is only a matter of time before the marketplace will demand local number portability and number pooling in some of these areas through bona fide requests (BFRs.) This could happen as early as 2004 making wireless local number portability a near-term threat to Qwest’s ability to provide a reliable service.  Qwest strives to provide an exceptional service and this is definitely compromised with the industry changes underway.  Therefore, Qwest is moving forward to reconfigure the WAC NPA-NXXs for wireless carriers as described in the attached document.

In the case of paging companies, Qwest does not anticipate any local number portability or number pooling activities in the foreseeable future.  As a result, Qwest is willing to continue WAC service for paging NPA-NXXs only.  To have your paging NPA-NXXs removed from the attached termination plan, you must contact your Service Manager with an identified list no later than Aug. 26, 2003.  It is important that you adhere to this deadline as plans are already underway to reconfigure all WAC NPA-NXX blocks.  

As mentioned in the first notice, Qwest would like to obtain test numbers for each wireless WAC NPA-NXX number being reconfigured.  A test call will be conducted to ensure that the reconfiguration was successful.  Please provide test call information and direct any questions about this notification to your Service Manager.
