Summary of Change:
On August 21, 2006, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for Facility Connected (FC) Collocation and Collocation – General Information.  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html 
 
Updates are associated with a change to an existing process in the Facility Connected (FC) Collocation PCAT, Faciltiy Connected or Adjacent Collocation APOT Form and the Facility Connected Collocation Application Form.  
 
In the Facility Connected (FC) Collocation PCAT under the Terms and Conditions section, Qwest will be providing language which describes proper pair separation and requirements when copper entrance facility is used for DS1 service.  Also in the Implementation section under Ordering, language will be added which describes information needed on the Collocation Application if Copper Entrance facility is to be utilized for DS1 UNEs.
 
Updates will be made in the Collocation General Information PCAT in Implementation section, Ordering sub-section under Application forms and Alternate Point of Termination (APOT) Forms.
 
Updates to the Facility Connected or Adjacent Collocation APOT Form are:  
- Line 11; added an input box for the DS1 Repeater vendor
- Lines 27 -34; Separated the DS1 section into two. One section is for DS1 xmt pairs and the other is for DS1 receive pairs
- Line 37; added NOTE: Order requests for turn up of Facility Connect DS1 circuits will require two CFA assignments; one from DS1-XMT pairs and another from DS1-RCV pairs. Sufficient pair separation for T1 Copper Entrance Facilities is to be provided as defined in Tech Pub 77386.
 
Updates to the Facility Connected Collocation Application Form are:  
- Line 36; Add CLEC ZCID CODE
- Line 68; Change the language to read; (a REQUIRED 48 hour call will be scheduled by Qwest after receipt of a valid application)
- Line 81; Change the language to read; QWEST WHOLESALE COLLOCATION SERVICE MANAGER
- Lines 144 – 148, II, 3;  Remove Note 5 and renumber. 
- Lines 171 – 176, II, B;   Add section Numbers 3 and 4 to section B
- Line 189, II, C remove the word (data)
- Lines 217 – 233, III, B;  Change questions B and C
 
NOTE: Associated documentation for the Loop Service (LS) Local Service Ordering Guidelines (LSOG) will be updated with Addendum 1 for Release 20.0. The Addendum will be effective October 30, 2006. 
 
These documentation updates are associated with CR # PC073106-2. On August 18, 2006 the CR has been revised to include a change on the Facility Connected or Adjacent Collocation APOT  Form.
