-  A correction to the Pricing Section, Rate Structure Subsection was made by removing the 9PZ++ USOC which is no longer valid.

-  In the Pricing Section, Rates Subsection, additional information and a hyperlink were added regarding the wholesale discount associated with the Telephone Assistance Plan (TAP).  In that same section, the dollar amount associated with Tribal Lifeline Services was removed; a hyperlink is already in place for additional information.  A correction was also made to that section removing the exception stating TAP is not available in Wyoming.

-  A change was made to the Implementation Section, Product Prerequisites Subsection, changing the name  Negotiations Template Agreement to Interconnection Agreement, to synch up with related PCAT documentation that was modified through a higher level of change identified in Customer Notice WEBS.04.23.03.F.02705.NewAmendDesign. 

-  In the Ordering Section, a clarification was made to differentiate sections of the PCAT by bolding the letters CSA.  In that same section, the reference to promotions was deleted since the information already resides in the Availability Section, Terms and Conditions Subsection.
