Summary of Change:
On August 27, 2007, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for White Pages Directory Listings (WPDL) V44.  This update will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site located at: http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.   
 
This notification is being issued as a Level 3 change per Section 5.4.4 of the CMP Document available at: http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/index.html.  The changes included in this notification do not specifically fit into any of the listed CMP change categories. 
 
For WPDL V44, in the Product Description section, CLEC Listing Agent Service, noted as being available since 2001, was never implemented.  As a result, it is being removed from this documentation.
 
As part of a recent review of the Directory PCATs, it was determined that the Directory Delivery Lists and Directory Publisher Lists have been incorrectly submitted via the CMP notification process.   Since these PCATs are specifically focused on Directory Publishers, any future updates will no longer be submitted via CMP.  No redlined versions will be posted to the Document Review site associated with this notification; no changes are being proposed.
