-A correction was made to the Implementation Section, Provisioning Subsection, stating when you submit an LSR to order new Qwest DSL service at the same time and on the same LSR as you request new line installation, use the longer of the two installation intervals. This update is tied to Qwest's continued effort to reduce installation intervals. The addition of the generic language will reduce subsequent PCAT updates when intervals are modified.
