Summary of Change:

On September 3, 2004, Qwest will post updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include corrections, clarifications and additional information for Resale - Qwest Digital Subscriber Line (Qwest DSL)-V32.0 -Unbundled Network Elements-Platform (UNE-P) with Qwest Digital Subscriber Line (Qwest DSL)-V24.0, Unbundled Local Loop – General Information V44.0, Shared Distribution Loop V11.0.  You will find a redlined version of the changes on the Product/Process Document Review Archive at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review_archive.html.

These updates are being made as a result of discussions that took place during the Ad Hoc meeting held on 8/12/04 with the CLEC community to discuss Product Notification, PROD.07.21.04.F.01888.PCAT_ Updates.

Updates include corrections to the above mentioned PCATs, 

- In the Shared Distribution PCAT - A correction was made, an error on the product name was found in the Line Conditioning language, replaced Line Splitting with Shared Distribution Loop. 

- In the Unbundled Local Loop - General Information PCAT - Added clarifying language to the Line Conditioning download which references after FOC has been received, if it is determined that the conditioning work cannot be completed within the original scheduled DD, the CLEC will receive a jeopardy and will be required to submit a Sup with a Y in the SCA field authorizing the standard line conditioning interval.  Also added the “Interfering Bridged Tap that doesn’t interfere with the services specified in the NC/NCI code combination will not be removed”, language back into the download.
- In the Resale - Qwest Digital Subscriber Line (Qwest DSL) – additional information was added to the Implementation Section, Ordering Subsection, noting in the event Qwest determines the loop qualification is a false positive, a jeopardy notification will be sent and a SUP will be required within 4 business hours. In that same section and subsection, a hyperlink was added to the Provisioning and Installation Overview PCAT for additional information on jeopardy notifications.

- In the Unbundled Network Elements-Platform (UNE-P) with Qwest Digital Subscriber Line (Qwest DSL) - additional information was added to the Implementation Section, Ordering Subsection, noting in the event Qwest determines the loop qualification is a false positive, a jeopardy notification will be sent and a SUP will be required within 4 business hours. In that same section and subsection, a hyperlink was added to the Provisioning and Installation Overview PCAT for additional information on jeopardy notifications.
