Description:

This filing introduces a new Custom Calling feature to residence and business customers called Selective Call Waiting.  Selective Call Waiting includes the Call Waiting or Call Waiting ID functionality and, in addition, allows the customer to establish and modify a list of telephone numbers that trigger the Call Waiting tone when the customer’s line is in use.  Calls from telephone numbers not on the list, or calls from unidentified callers will either hear busy tone when the customer’s line is busy or if the customer subscribes to Voice Mail service, the call will be routed to the customer’s mailbox.

In addition to the introduction of the feature on an a-la-carte basis, the feature is being added to the list of features that a customer can choose from for the consumer packages named PreferredChoice and Two-Line PreferredChoice as well as adding the feature to PrivacyPak which is available as an optional package to customers who purchase ValueChoice or Two-Line ValueChoice.

For Business and Residence customers, the nonrecurring charge to install the service will be the same as the current nonrecurring Custom Calling charge identified in the appropriate tariff, catalog, price list or price schedule referenced above.  The USOCs will be S7W or S7Y and the recurring rates will be as follows:
