Product Description:  Effective November 1, 2008, Qwest will withdraw the Exchange and Network Services Tariff and move services in the current tariff to the Exchange and Network Services Catalog. Qwest will send a letter soon to its retail customers describing its contract with them in the absence of rate regulation as currently provided for in the Tariff.  
 
In addition, Qwest plans to increase residential lines.  The monthly rate for Residential lines with unlimited local calling (1FRs) will increase to $18.10, Basic Measured lines will increase to $11.00, Measured lines with a 3 hour allowance will increase to $12.50 and Measured lines with a 6 hour allowance will increase to $14.50.  The Residential QC Toll (MTS) rate is increasing from $0.20 per minute to $0.30 per minute.  
 
Qwest also plans to remove all references to multiparty service because there are no longer any retail or wholesale customers subscribing to the service.  Multiparty service (2FR) was grandfathered in 1995 in IA.   
 
As a result of the IA rate increase, bordertowns and rural territories served out of Iowa but located in Nebraska and South Dakota will also be impacted.
