Description:  This filing proposes to move certain services from tariffs to price lists in accordance with Order 08-408 issued by the Oregon Public Utility Commission in Docket UM 1354 on August 8, 2008.  Highlights of these changes are as follows:
 
• Numerous services are moving from the Exchange and Network Services Tariff to the Exchange and Network Services Price List.
• All services except for DS-1 Service are moving from the Private Line Transport Services Tariff to a new Private Line Transport Services Price List
• Move all services in the Advanced Communications Services Tariff to a new Advanced Communications Services Price List.
 
At the same time, Qwest will be changing the rates for a number of residence and business features and listings.  Qwest will also be increasing the rates for Local and National Directory Assistance Service and eliminating the current two call allowance for local DA service.  Rates for Operator Surcharges are also changing.  The changes are outlined in Attachment A.  These changes are being proposed with a November 1, 2008 effective date.
