Summary of Change:

On September 24, 2003, Qwest will post updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include updates to the above-mentioned documents associated with a regulatory order that mandates a Product/Process change to be effective in less than 21 days.  This notification is being issued to change the level of the proposed updates referenced in PROD.09.19.03.F.03553.UNE_P_Updates, originally issued as Level 3, to a Level 1. This change is pursuant to a mandate by the Arizona Public Utilities Commission (PUC) that the features be made available immediately.  The comment cycle for the level 3 notification  PROD.09.19.03.F.03553.UNE_P_Updates is closed.  One CLEC comment was received on September 19, 2003 from Eschelon referencing the Arizona mandate and requesting that the Level 3 notice be implemented as a Level 1.
