	Added an additional prerequisite for IBC as follows:  A MTE-POI is required to access the IBC.  You must create the cross-connect field at the building terminal to allow connection of your facilities to IBC at the MTE-POI.

	Added that for IBC, you may dispatch a technician to run a jumper between your Sub-Loop elements and Qwest’s Sub-Loop elements, or you may request that Qwest run a jumper to make a connection at the MTE-POI.

	Added that for access to IBC prior to completion of the inventory process for MTE-POI, you need to submit a Local Service Request (LSR) but do not need to include circuit-identifying information or wait for completion of the LSR prior to securing the IBC; Qwest is entitled to charge for the IBC as of the time you submit the LSR.  After the inventory has been created for access of the IBC at an MTE-POI, then all subsequent LSRs for that or additional IBCs at the same MTE must contain the circuit-identifying information at the time the LSR is submitted.

	Added that Qwest will assign the circuit identifying information starting with the highest termination and moving toward the lowest termination when you access IBC prior to completion of the inventory process for MTE-POI. This applies when you need to submit a Local Service Request (LSR) prior to securing the IBC.
