The proposed monthly rates for Residential lines with unlimited local calling (1FR’s) will increase to $16.99 and Basic Measured and Message line rates will increase to $11.00 per line.    In conjunction with the rate increases, Qwest will also make adjustments to the Federal Telephone Assistance Program credit for Lifeline customers with Measured and Message Service and will increase the Tribal Lifeline credit.   
 
Attached is a copy of the notice of the proposed rate increase that Qwest provided to its affected retail customers.  Qwest mailed the notice to these customers from September 10, 2008 to September 19, 2008.
